Team prospects, becalmed sailors and curious onlookers are invited to paddle with the DragonMax dragon boat team for a scheduled practice. Try out for the team, or relax and enjoy the ride. Paddles and lifejackets provided. No previous paddling or boating experience required.
Dragon boats are replicas of ancient Chinese river boats, typically 40 to 50 ft long, propelled by 20 paddlers, a steersperson and a drummer. There are about 30 teams in the Bay Area, racing at festival events locally and worldwide. 

When? Saturday 9:00-10:30 and 10:30-12:00, Monday and Wednesday evenings 6:00-7:00. 

Where? Berkeley Marina, M-dock, across the street from the Cal Sailing Club and Adventure Playground. Free parking on site.

How much does it cost? It's free for the first three sessions. If you get serious, BRCC membership is $100/year and includes use of assorted small kayaks and outriggers. There are deep discounts for youth and college students.
Who can I bring? Kids and dogs welcome, but it's best to ask first. Minors must be accompanied by a parent. Special excursions can be arranged for community organizations, youth groups and school field trips.
